DOCTRINAL STUDIES- FOUNDATIONAL TEACHING OVERVIEW
Our Vision:  

To build a house of prayer that will impact people to give their whole heart to the Lord Jesus Christ and to train up leaders to make disciples of all nations.

Our Mission:  

To raise up leaders of all ages who will have a heart for God by praying and studying His word; to develop balanced, ministry-minded people who understand God’s purpose for their lives, their family, and the church; and to teach them to be disciples and preach the gospel to all nations.
Our Teaching Goals:

Foundational Teaching (Phase 1)
“And the Lord said, Simon, Simon!  Indeed, Satan has asked for you, that he may sift you as wheat.  But I have prayed for you, that your faith should not fail; and when you have returned to Me, strengthen your brethren.”  Luke 22:31-32
When we confess Jesus as Lord, He rescues us (salvation); He calls us out of darkness into His marvelous light (1 Peter 2:9).  As Christians, Jesus lays a foundation for us in His word; this foundation is necessary in our spiritual walk and our daily growth.  Otherwise, we are apt to be moved by every wind of doctrine without the word of God as our foundation anchoring us in truth. (Ephesians 4:14).  Once we are equipped with this truth, we are able to strengthen our brethren through foundational teaching.

Follow-Up (Phase 2)
In Luke 22:31-32, Jesus informs Peter that He has already prayed for him.  Basically, Jesus was saying to Peter that although you will sin, your faith will not fail because I have prayed for you.  You will learn from your mistakes and will be strengthened; afterwards, come back and strengthen your brethren.  As we follow-up on those who are newly saved in Christ, we are able to help them as they journey down this new path to knowing God.  Our testimonies of victory over sin can be instrumental in reassuring these new believers that they too can be victorious over sin in their lives.  To maintain victory, every believer must remain, dwell, and abide in the Word of God, which is Christ Jesus (John 15:1-8).
New Members Foundational teaching (Phase 3)
 “And I also say to you that you are Peter, and on this rock I will build My church, and the gates of Hades shall not prevail against it.”  Matthew 16:18
In this passage of Scripture, Jesus was not saying that the church was going to be built on Peter.  In fact, the word “rock” used here is not reflective of Peter because Peter in Greek means “Petros” - a small stone or rock; instead the word “rock” refers to Christ or “Petra” which means a large rock or mountain.  Since Jesus substituted Petros, a fragment of Peter for Petra, foundation rock or boulder, Jesus was stating that the church would be built upon Himself- the solid rock.  

As a new member, you are (living stones) being added to the foundation, which is Jesus Christ, and together with the saints of God, we make up the living church where Jesus Christ is the chief Cornerstone.  According to 1 Peter 2:5, we are the living stones “being built up a spiritual house.”  

Discipleship (Phase 4)
“And Jesus came and spoke to them, saying, ‘All authority has been given to Me in heaven and on earth.  Go therefore and make disciples of all the nations, baptizing them in the name of the Father and of the Son and of the Holy Spirit, teaching them to observe all things that I have commanded you; and lo, I am with you always, even to the end of the age.’ Amen.”  Matthew 28:18-20
Here in this passage of Scripture, Jesus is commissioning His disciples to go and make disciples of all nations.   A disciple by definition means “a follower, one who accepts and assists in spreading the doctrines of another. A Christian disciple is a person who accepts and assists in the spreading of the good news of Jesus Christ.”
 Spreading the gospel of Jesus Christ is not an “I” mandate but an “us” mandate.  Jesus came and spoke to “them” and told “them” to make disciples of all nations.  As believers in Jesus Christ, you and I are a part of the “them” that have been given this Great Commission.
