LESSON 6:  HEALING AND DELIVERANCE
CLASS NOTES

SUMMARY:
According to Genesis 2:26, God created mankind (male and female) in His image:  “Let us make man in Our image, according to Our likeness”.   The image of God in which we were fashioned was the image of perfection; however, once sin entered the earth, it subjected man to curses including sickness and disease and death.  Today, the need for healing and deliverance from sickness and disease in the realm of our physical, emotional, mental and spiritual beings is evident in every region of the world.   
The English word healing in Greek is translated “marpe’ which means restoration of health, remedy, cure, medicine; tranquility, deliverance, and refreshing; or  rapha (v) meaning to heal, cure, and repair.”[footnoteRef:1]   Deliverance means “the process by which a person, believed to be under the control of an evil supernatural entity called a demon, is set free, and delivered from the control of that demon.”[footnoteRef:2] [1:  Spirit Filled Bible]  [2:  Ibid] 

Prior to salvation, we belonged to the kingdom of darkness; we were subject to the devil or as 1 John 5:19 puts it, “we were under the sway of the wicked one.”   Now that we belong to God through Christ Jesus, we are no longer the devil’s possession; however, we can still be oppressed by those under his influence.  There is a grave difference between being possessed and being oppressed.  Let’s take a look at the definitions below and at the Scriptures given in an effort to aid our understanding of this lesson.

Possess- to have as belonging to one; have as property; to occupy, dominate, or control from within.[footnoteRef:3]  (See Matthew 12:22; Matthew 8:28-32) [3:  Possess.  http://dictionary.reference.com] 


Oppress- to burden with cruel or unjust impositions or restraints; subject to a burdensome or harsh exercise of authority or power; to lie heavily upon (the mind, a person, etc).[footnoteRef:4]  (Jesus: See Isaiah 53:7 and Matthew 27:27-31; Lot 2 Peter 2:7) [4:  Oppress. Ibid] 




The Bible is filled with testimonies of people who were sick, diseased, and demon-possessed and were healed and delivered by the power and name of Jesus Christ.  When we read these true stories, we will also discover that the sickness or disease that afflicted these people was the result of sin from the fall of Adam (Matthew 8:14-15), sin from man’s disobedience (John 5:1-15), demonic influence (Mark 9:1-9), or God’s purpose being fulfilled (John 9:1-9).  
Whatever afflictions we might be facing, Jesus has the power to heal them all.  We, however, need to make sure that we are not contributing to our own demise through sin but are obedient to the Word of God.  
Proverbs 4:20-22:  “My son, give attention to my words; incline your ear to my sayings.  Do not let them depart from your eyes; keep them in the midst of your heart; for they are life to those who find them, and health to all their flesh.”
Malachi 4:2:  “But to you who fear My name the Son of righteousness shall arise with healing n His wings;”

MEMORY VERSE: Psalm 107:20
“He sent His word and healed them, and delivered them from their destructions.”

SCRIPTURES:
Read Acts 19:13-20:  The seven sons of Sceva, a Jewish priest, thought they could cast out evil spirits by calling on the name of Jesus whom Paul preached.
Read Luke 9:37-42:  Jesus has all power and all authority over everything, including evil spirits.
Read Isaiah 53:4-6:  Jesus paid the ultimate price:  He bore our sins and our transgressions in our place that we might become the righteousness of God in Him.  (2 Corinthians 5:21)
Read Mark 5:25-34:  Doctors are limited in providing a medical solution for all sicknesses and illnesses; thus, they have deemed many diseases incurable.  Jesus, on the other hand, is not subject to man’s limitations.  Jesus has the power and ability to heal any and every sickness and disease.    
Read Matthew 12:43-45:  Matthew gives a great analogy of what happens to a man when an unclean spirit departs from him.  Accordingly, when the spirit finds “his” home empty, he comes back and brings seven more spirits worse than him and they make that man their dwelling place.  Every believer should fill every room in his “home” (his body) with worship, prayer and the Word of God.
Read Matthew 15:21-28:   For all of us who have been grafted into the family of Christ and adopted by God, we should find this passage of Scripture comforting.  Although healing is the divine promise to God’s children, He can and does show mercy to whomever He chooses to heal.  Here a Gentile woman demonstrates the kind of faith that pleases God and He releases His healing power.  
Read Psalm 34:19:  The righteous have a promise from God concerning the many afflictions that may befall us:  “The Lord delivers him out of them all.”
Read James 5:14-15:  James encourages the church to employ the authority of the elders and anointing oil (the Holy Spirit) to pray for those who are sick (also see Acts 10:38).   He further states that the prayer of faith will save the sick.
