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LESSON 7:  THE HOLY SPIRIT 
CLASS NOTES

SUMMARY:
The Holy Spirit is part of the Triune Godhead; the Father, the Son, and the Holy Spirit.  The three entities have separate functions yet they are all equally God.  Just as water is liquid, and when frozen is ice, and when boiled is steam; yet the three are all equally the same- water.  
We may know more about God and Jesus than we do about the Holy Spirit and His role in our lives.  God knew that the believer could not be effective in his or her Christian walk without the Holy Spirit.  According to John 14:16, Jesus says, “And I will pray the Father, and He will give you another Helper (Comforter or Advocate which is derived from the Greek word Parakletos meaning ‘one who comes alongside’), that He may abide with you forever”.  
The Holy Spirit is a person with an intellect (1 Corinthians 2:11), a will (1 Corinthians 12:11) and the capacity to love (Romans 15:30), who involves Himself in three areas of a person’s life:  Before he/she is saved, While he/she is being saved (The Indwelling), and After he/she has been saved (The Infilling).  
God’s gift to us is the Holy Spirit, and He is freely given to those who ask and are thirsty for Him.  
Luke 11:13:  “If you then being evil, know how to give good gifts to your children, how much more will your heavenly Father give the Holy Spirit to those who ask Him!”
John 7:37-38:  “On the last day, that great day of the feast, Jesus stood and cried out, saying, “If anyone thirsts, let him come to Me and drink. He who believes in Me, as the Scripture has said, out of his heart will flow rivers of living water.”
Acts 1:4:  “And being assembled together with them, He commanded them not to depart from Jerusalem, but to wait for the Promise of the Father, “which,” He said, “you have heard from Me;”
Acts 2:4:  “And they were all filled with the Holy Spirit and began to speak with other tongues, as the Spirit gave them utterance.”
Acts 19:6:  “And when Paul had laid hands on them, the Holy Spirit came upon them, and they spoke with tongues and prophesied.”
Many times we can see the work of the Holy Spirit through His manifestations.  Though speaking in tongues is one of the most apparent outward manifestations, there are diverse gifts of the Spirit as mentioned in 1 Corinthians 12 verses 7-10.  “But the manifestation of the Spirit is given to each one for the profit of all: for to one is given the word of wisdom through the Spirit, to another the word of knowledge through the same Spirit, to another faith by the same Spirit, to another gifts of healings by the same Spirit, to another the working of miracles, to another prophecy, to another discerning of spirits, to another different kinds of tongues, to another the interpretation of tongues.”  

MEMORY VERSE:  John 3:5-6
“Jesus answered, ‘Most assuredly, I say to you, unless one is born of water and the Spirit, he cannot enter the kingdom of God.  That which is born of the flesh is flesh, and that which is born of the Spirit is spirit.”

SCRIPTURES:  John 14:16, John 14:26, and John 15:26
THE HOLY SPIRIT:  BEFORE A PERSON IS SAVED
God is at work in us (and the Holy Spirit) to make our dead spiritual bodies alive in Christ.  “But God, who is rich in mercy, because of His great love with which He loved us, even when we were dead in trespasses, made us alive together with Christ (by grace you have been saved)…”  Ephesians 2:4-5 ( emphasis mine).
Read 1 Corinthians 2:14:  Prior to our salvation in Christ Jesus, our natural man is without the Spirit of the Living God and cannot receive the things of the Spirit of God nor can we know them.  
Read John 16:7-9:  The Holy Spirit brings conviction to our heart and deals with our unbelief.  
Read John 6:44:  Now that the heart of our natural man has been convicted of sins by the Holy Spirit, we can respond obediently to the drawing of the Father to come to Jesus Christ.  (Also see John 6:65)
Read 2 Thessalonians 2:13:  We are chosen by God from the beginning for salvation through the sanctification of the Holy Spirit.
Read Ephesians 2:4-5:  God made us alive when we were dead in our trespasses.  

THE HOLY SPIRIT:   WHILE A PERSON IS BEING SAVED
The indwelling presence of the Holy Spirit happens in the life of a Christian at the moment of salvation.  

Read 1 John 4:13-15:  When we confess Jesus as our Lord and Savior, our spiritual address changes; we now abide (dwell, live) in God and He abides dwells, lives) in us.  
Read Acts 2:38:  When we repent of our sins and confess Jesus as our Lord and Savior (the point of salvation), we are given the Holy Spirit.
Read Romans 8:9:  Now that the indwelling Spirit of the Living God dwells in us, He confirms that we belong to God.  
Read John 3:16:  When we were born, we were born of the flesh (“That which is born of the flesh is flesh- John 3:6).  Now that we are saved, we have been born of the Spirit (“and that which is born of the Spirit is spirit- John 3:6).  Our new spiritual birth positions us to enter the Kingdom of God whereby we are granted eternal life.  
Read Ephesians 1:13-14:  We are God’s possession and He has marked us in Him with a seal- the promised Holy Spirit.

THE HOLY SPIRIT:  AFTER A PERSON IS SAVED
The Infilling of the Holy Spirit is a continual process that takes place throughout the life of the believer, and it is not a hidden work.  The results of the Holy Spirit at work in the believer’s life should be evidence to others just as the works of the flesh were evident.
Read Ezekiel 36:26-27:  God has given each of us a new heart and has put His Spirit in us so that we can walk in obedience to His Word.
Read Gal 5:19-25:  We have been instructed to walk in the Spirit of the Living God and not in the flesh.    
Read 1 Corinthians 6:19:  We are to glorify God in our body and in our spirit because both our bodies and our spirits belong to God.  (See also 1 Corinthians 3:16)
Read 1 Thessalonians 5:23:  God desires our entire being- mind, body, and soul to be sanctified.
Read 2 Peter 1:5-11:  God has given us everything we need to walk according to His Word, but it is our responsibility to follow the instructions that God has given us in His Word.    

LIFE APPLICATION:
How would you explain to someone that the Holy Spirit is involved in a person’s life before he/she is saved, while he/she is being saved, and after he/she has been saved?
